The library and Capitol are open 9am to Spm Monday through
Friday. The Historical Library has a large collection of materials from all over the
state including microfilmed copies of old newspapers. This is one block from the
hotel.

Lincoln Library, one block away.

Lincoln Home Visitor Center, Lincoln Home National Historic Site, within two blocks.

Grand Army of the Republic Memorial Museum, three blocks away.

Illinois State Archives, six blocks away.

Directions to Hilton Hotel in Springfield

Coming into Springfield ignore Business-BL 55 route. The following are easier.

From the north on Interstate 55, turn west (right) on Clearlake Ave. (Exit 98). Follow Clearlake
Ave. which eventually becomes a one way street called Jefferson. At about that point you will be
able to see the Hilton Hotel sticking up on your left. It is one of the tallest buildings in
Springfield. Continue to 7" street, turn left, go 1 block, the Hilton Hotel is on your left in the
next block. At the end of that block is the entrance to the hotel parking deck. The label outside
also says municipal parking. Entrance to the hotel from the parking deck is on the second floor.

From the south on Interstate 55, take Clearlake Ave. (exit 98) west and follow the directions
above.

From the east on Interstate 72, it runs into Clearlake Ave at the intersection with Interstate 55.
Continue on Clearlake and follow the directions above.

From the west of Springfield, if you are on Interstate 36, follow it to Interstate 55, turn north and
follow the directions above.

From the west of Springfield on Illinois highway 97, in Springfield this becomes Jefferson St.
Follow Jefferson to Madison Ave., which is one way eastbound. Follow Madison to 7™ street,
turn right (south) on 7™ for three blocks, the hotel is in the next block with the entrance to the
parking deck at the end of the block.

If flying to Springfield, the hotel has a shuttle from/to the airport. Call the hotel after arrival to
ask for the shuttle.
